Attached are forms to be used during the investigation of domestic violence assaults.  The Smith Affidavit will be used in the investigation of all other domestic violence related crimes.  Hard copies of these documents can be found at each Precinct.  They are also located electronically at H:/Forms/DV Packet.

The purpose of these forms is to assist patrol officers in the investigation of domestic violence crimes.  The intent is to make the investigation more thorough and to help reduce the amount of time used to obtain the proper information.

Attached are: 

· “Domestic Violence Report.”  This form contains diagrams to show locations of any injuries on the suspect and victim.

· “Domestic Violence Victim Notification” (victim advice form)  
 


· “Medical Release Forms”

· “Domestic Violence Victim Statement” (Smith Affidavit).  This form is used to obtain a written statement from the victim.  It is designed to obtain certain information.  If the person fully describes what took place in the initial paragraph, then many of the other questions are redundant and do not need to be answered.  If they have a difficult time writing what took place, then the follow up questions will help them to be more specific. If a victim is unable to complete the Smith Affidavit an officer can write it for the victim, explain the affidavit and have the victim sign it.
